INSTALLATION NOTES 

1. The buyer is responsible for providing trained and experienced installation decision making with technical 
know-how to apply professional judgment that specifically applies to each individual installation. 
 

2. Be sure to read and understand all available information including but not limited to instructions, warnings, 
sale terms, and warranties for the vehicle and all system components prior to attempting installation. 
 

3. Disconnect the negative battery cables.  
 

4. Remove the air duct from the passenger side of the engine.  
 

5. Remove the charge-air tube from the driver side of the engine. 
  

6. Remove the power steering reservoir from the fan shroud. Then, remove the top half of the fan shroud. It is 
highly recommended that the radiator be protected with cardboard or other suitable material to prevent 
damage during this installation.  
 

7. Remove the bolt holding the fan wire standoff to the engine. Then, disconnect the fan wire. Remove the fan 
(fan nut has right-hand threads). Remove the four nuts holding the fan ring to the engine. Then, remove the 
fan ring from the vehicle (it is best to rotate the fan ring clockwise until the rubber flap is facing upwards). 
 

8. Remove the OEM belt. 
 

9. Disconnect the wires from the alternator. Then, remove the alternator. Drain as much fluid as possible from 
the power steering reservoir. Then, remove the hose connecting the power steering reservoir to the power 
steering pump. Remove the power steering pump from the bracket. Let it lay inside the fan shroud. It is not 
necessary to remove the steel high-pressure line from the power steering pump. Remove the power 
steering/alternator bracket from the engine. 
 

10. Remove the plastic wire harness support from the lower-driver side of the engine. It will not be reused. 
Protect the wire using the wire protectors (19-20) and zip ties (21). Using clamp (17) and bolt (18) secure the 
wire harness to the engine at mounting location [C]. 
 

11. Drain the engine coolant and remove the hose connecting the radiator reservoir to the engine. Remove the 
plastic hose clamp from the quick disconnect elbow. Remove the hose from the elbow. Replace that hose 
with hose (22) using clamps (23-24). This hose is replaced to provide clearance to the clutch pump hoses. 
 

12. Rotate the clamp on the fitting that is just to the left of the crank pulley. This is to help avoid it from 
interfering with the aftermarket belt. On that same hose, roll the protective sleeve down and secure it with a 
zip tie to keep it from getting into the belt. Refer to the picture for guidance for this step. 
 

13. Install the clutch pump assemblies onto the main bracket (1) using hardware (28-33). 
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14. Install the clutch pump and main bracket (1) onto the engine with bolts (2) at mounting location [A] and 
bolts (3) at mounting location [B]. Torque bolts to 24-27 ft/lbs. 
 

15. Install the power steering pump bracket (4) onto the main bracket (1) using bolts (5). Remove the suction 
hose elbow from the power steering pump. Install fitting (6) reusing the OEM bolt. Install hose (15) onto the 
power steering pump using clamp (16). Install the power steering pump reusing the OEM hardware. The 
steel high-pressure will need to be bent slightly for clearance, but does not need to be removed from the 
pump. The steel line usually works best when it is run behind the water pump pulley. 
 

16. Install the alternator onto the main bracket (1) reusing the OEM hardware. Reconnect the wires. 
 

17. Remove the grooved or smooth idler pulley from the OEM bracket. Install it onto the main bracket (1) just 
below the alternator with all OEM hardware.  
 

18. Install the grooved idler pulley assembly (11a-14) or smooth idler pulley assembly (11b-14) onto the new 
power steering pump bracket (4). 
 

19. Install the tensioner bracket (7) with bolts (8) onto the main bracket (1). Install tensioner (9) with bolt (10). 
 

20. First, install the OEM belt. Then, install the clutch pump belt (34). Route them as shown in the illustration. 
 

21. Trim the fan ring as shown. Then, reinstall it back onto the engine. Rotating it counter-clockwise to get the 
rubber flap under the fan shroud works best (there will only be three mounting locations now). Use 
hardware (25-27) on the driver side of the fan ring mount to help avoid belt contact. 
 

22. Reinstall the fan. Connect the fan wire. Attach the fan wire support back to its original location. Replace the 
top half of the fan shroud with OEM bolts. 
 

23. Reinstall the power steering reservoir onto the fan shroud. Route the new return hose (15) to the reservoir. 
Cut the hose if necessary for the best fit. Secure it to the reservoir with clamp (16). 
 

24. Properly refill any fluids that may have been drained. Check for leaks. 
 

25. Reconnect the negative battery cables. 

CAUTION: Before starting the engine, check to make certain no wires, hoses, etc. that may have been disturbed 
during installation do not come in contact with any hot or moving parts. Properly refill any fluids that may have been 
drained, check for leaks. Run the engine and check for proper belt tracking and clearance of any hoses, wires, etc. It 
is the installer’s responsibility to correct/adjust any components, if necessary, before the vehicle is put into service.
